PARIS IN LISBON?

Visiting Paris em 
Lisboa

During our trip to Portugal we literally 
stumbled across the brush workshop of 
Antonio da Silva in the old town of Porto. 
The 4th generation of the da Silva family 
has been manufacturing handmade 
brushes and brooms here since 1927. 
Everyone was enthusiastic, and immedi-
ately there ensued a lively conversation 
with the extremely cordial owner and 
brush maker Antonio.

How do you bring Parisian chic and no-
blesse to the Portuguese capital? As early 
as 1888, the Sousa Gomes family had the 
right solution, and with great pomp and 
circumstance, opened a small but fine fa-
bric and fashion clothing store for the fi-
ne society of Lisbon in Rua Garrett 77. 
From the very beginning, the Paris em 
Lisboa was distinguished not only by the 
exclusivity of its offers, but also by its 
personal service, so that in 1902 the Por-
tuguese Queen D. Amélia made it a royal 
supplier. For decades it supplied the high 
flyers of the capital with the finest fa-
shion, until in the 1930s household goods 
and other assortments of goods were ad-

ded. Today, the fashions and fabrics of 
the early days have almost completely 
disappeared and the Paris em Lisboa of-
fers an incomparably exclusive selection 
of fine bed linen, table linen, towels and 
unusual items for the kitchen and bath
room. An important part of the 
household goods department is compri-
sed of the beautiful and practical pro-
ducts from Redecker, which made us feel 
quite honoured! During a visit to the 
awe-inspiring and beautifully furnished 
specialist shop, it became very clear to us 
once again that the respect and appre-
ciation of quality and craftsmanship is at 
home all over the world. After a warm
